Course Description:

Students will understand, apply, and operate various software programs to create multimedia presentations and projects.  The projects may include song composition, soundtrack editing, digital photography, digital photo correction and enhancement, podcasting, and video filming and editing.  Software used in this course includes Photoshop, Premiere, Fireworks, Flash, Dreamweaver, and Garageband.
