iPhoto & Digital Photography Projects

Project 1 
On your own, you will take a picture of something for the four of the five categories below.  I recommend taking several photos of the subject and then choosing one once you import it onto your computer.  The categories are:
· Perspective – look from a different angle (below, above, diagonal)

· Fill the Frame – common objects or not, but no background of any kind
· Paper – the subject of the picture has to be made completely of paper

· Color on Color – to objects of the same general color fill the photo

· Shadows – Take a picture of an objects shadow as a focal point
You’ll save the files to docushare into the proper folder as “LASTNAME Category” 
(ie Satorie Perspective).

Project 2

Because of the limited number of digital cameras available, some students will work on this project first and the photo projects later.  For this project, you will go online to find 26 graphics (one for each letter of the alphabet) to match with a theme you choose.  For example, if I picked “vehicles” as a theme, I might have a picture of an airplane, a bus, a car, etc.  When saving images off the internet, be sure to save the full quality graphic and not the thumbnail. (**Remember – more than 800 pixels for both sides of the photo!!) You will be allowed to have 2 missing letters before your project loses points.
Once you have found and saved all of your graphics – save the photos to your iphoto folder on the desktop, create a slideshow in iPhoto with the images organized alphabetically.   I will grade this off your computer.  You must include:

· A title for each picture and have them show during the slideshow

· Transition
· Additional effects (Ken Burns, Black & White, etc.)

· New music from a CD or MP3

Project 3

Project about you. Create a 7 – 10 slide show using iPhoto about yourself.  Keep it school appropriate.
· Must include at least one picture of YOU!

· Other images can be yours as well or taken from the internet

· Must have a transition
· Must have music

· Include a title for each
